Summary

On February 28, 2026, during the opening hours of the US-Israeli war on Iran, a missile struck the Shajareh 
Tayyebeh girls’ school in Minab, killing more than 170 people, most of them schoolchildren. Preliminary 
investigations cited by media reports suggest the school was likely hit by a US Tomahawk missile, possibly due to a 
targeting error. The incident remains under investigation.
