Suspected suicide bombers struck crowded locations in Maiduguri, including the entrance to the University of 
Maiduguri Teaching Hospital and two markets. The attack hit civilians in spaces that should have been 
comparatively protected and reopened questions about insurgent capacity in Borno State.Top actors

2. Suspected suicide bombing cell | culpability 61.5 | confidence 76.0
